The Massachusetts Coalition for the Homeless, through their Donations Assistance

Program, is able to furnish the newly acquired homes of thousands of formerly homeless individuals and
families. The Donations Assistance Program is a unique Furniture Bank that collects furniture and
households goods and then distributes them, free of charge, to people who have finally found housing.
The program also provides essentials such as blankets, linens, beds and common room furniture to
programs that serve the homeless. All of this is accomplished at no cost to the recipient because of the
generosity of people like you.

On June 4 Friday, and IFNEEDEDJune 8, 2010 Tuesday, the Coalit

Upon request, you will receive a tax deductible receipt for all donated items.

Smaller household products need to be boxed and labeled, such as: pots, pans, dishes, coffee mugs,
silverware, utensils, small working counter top appliances, bowls, lamps with or without shades etc.
