which summarizes the findings of a three -year study funded by the Lilly Endowment. Her
provocative conclusions include the observation that today's mainliners have redefined politics

by favoring bott om -up acts of service over structural change. And, she says, the thriving
congregations are neither red nor blue, but purple & a mix of Democrats and Republicans. This
is Bass's best book yet.

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Update regarding e Belkville Church building project:

Phase One: As seen from High Street, the connector between the Meetinghouse and Chapel is very m
finished. The handicap ramp is in place and allows access to the Meetinghouse via the Red side door, or
Banrister Room door to the Chapel. Once on the connector, there is a ramp leading to the Meetinghouse
Bannister room. Each ramp has an appropriate double handrail. The top rail is for someone who is walkin
lower handrail would be used by a persoraiwheelchair. There is also a set of steps leading to the
Meetinghouse entrance, within the connector. The substructure of the ramps is built of pressure treated w
with a manmade tread called Latitude. The outside banister and rail system is madgybérd will last for
many years. The four ceiling lights are controlled from a timer in the Meetinghouse which has a manual o
option to turn the lights on or off at any time. In the process of reversing the swing of the Red Meetinghou
door, a cash bar mechanism was added. Both the Meetinghouse and Chapel have seen extensive smoke
detector and CO work. It is still in progress, as the fire panel is being designed and built for this specific
application. A hydraulic door closer was added to therBster room door to automatically close the door. The
wood steps leading to the Cloister Garden are of a temporary nature. Once the Cloister garden is designe
under construction, there will be a ramp system leading to it.

Phase Two: The second phasbjch has started early, consists of the handicap unisex bathroom and a
kitchenette. The unisex bathroom will have a handicap sink and toilet with hand grab bars for personal
assistance. There will be a power ventilation system in place as well as alpeiniad the sink. The sheetrock |

and durability. There has been extensive plumbing within the bathroom and kitchenette, leading downstai
the city drain and water supplies. B.A.S. Electric has made extensive changes to the electric service of bc
rooms. The kitchenette will be used as a Sunday Coffee Hour prep room and break room for other Churc|
meetings. It will have handicap height coarg, an oven to heat prepared food, a cook top stove, a sink, a si
refrigerator and there is a space for a (future)dishwasher if need be.

We are staying within the confines of the monies that have been collected. As more funds come in, the [
will proceed. We and the Contractor are very careful and in touch about the ongoing cost of the Phase Tv
project.
