which summarizes the  findings of a three  -year study funded by the Lilly Endowment. Her
provocative conclusions include the observation that today's mainliners have redefined politics

by favoring bottom - up acts of service over structural change. And, she says, the thriving

con gregations are neither red nor blue, but purple 0 a mix of Democrats and Republicans. This
is Bass's best book yet.
